THE COLLECT 

Almighty God, who alone can bring order to the unruly wills and passions 

of sinful humanity: give your people grace so to love what you command 

and to desire what you promise, that, among the many changes of this 

world, our hearts may surely there be fixed where true joys are to be found;

OLD TESTAMENT (HEBREW BIBLE):    Deuteronomy 30: 15 – end 

See, I have set before you today life and prosperity, death and adversity. If 

you obey the commandments of the Lord your God that I am commanding 

you today, by loving the Lord your God, walking in his ways, and observing 

his commandments, decrees, and ordinances, then you shall live and 

become numerous, and the Lord your God will bless you in the land that 

you are entering to possess. But if your heart turns away and you do not 

hear, but are led astray to bow down to other gods and serve them, I declare 

to you today that you shall perish; you shall not live long in the land that 
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you are crossing the Jordan to enter and possess. I call heaven and earth to 

witness against you today that I have set before you life and death, blessings 

and curses. Choose life so that you and your descendants may live, loving 

the Lord your God, obeying him, and holding fast to him; for that means life 

to you and length of days, so that you may live in the land that the Lord 

swore to give to your ancestors, to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob. 
 

NEW TESTAMENT READING:   1 Corinthians 3.1-9 

And so, brothers and sisters, I could not speak to you as spiritual people, but 

rather as people of the flesh, as infants in Christ. I fed you with milk, not 

solid food, for you were not ready for solid food. Even now you are still not 

ready, for you are still of the flesh. For as long as there is jealousy and 

quarrelling among you, are you not of the flesh, and behaving according to 

human inclinations? For when one says, ‘I belong to Paul’, and another, ‘I 

belong to Apollos’, are you not merely human? 
 

 What then is Apollos? What is Paul? Servants through whom you came to 

believe, as the Lord assigned to each. I planted, Apollos watered, but God 

gave the growth. So neither the one who plants nor the one who waters is 

anything, but only God who gives the growth. The one who plants and the 

one who waters have a common purpose, and each will receive wages 

according to the labour of each. For we are God’s servants, working 

together; you are God’s field, God’s building. 
 

GOSPEL  Matthew 5: 21 – 37 

Ye have heard that it was said of them of old time, Thou shalt not kill; and 

whosoever shall kill shall be in danger of the judgment:  But I say unto you, 

That whosoever is angry with his brother without a cause shall be in danger 

of the judgment: and whosoever shall say to his brother, Raca, shall be in 

danger of the council: but whosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall be in danger 

of hell fire.  Therefore if thou bring thy gift to the altar, and there 

rememberest that thy brother hath ought against thee;  Leave there thy gift 

before the altar, and go thy way; first be reconciled to thy brother, and then 

come and offer thy gift. Agree with thine adversary quickly, whiles thou art 

in the way with him; lest at any time the adversary deliver thee to the judge, 

and the judge deliver thee to the officer, and thou be cast into prison. Verily 
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I say unto thee, Thou shalt by no means come out thence, till thou hast paid 

the uttermost farthing.  Ye have heard that it was said by them of old time, 

Thou shalt not commit adultery: But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh 

on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in 

his heart.   And if thy right eye offend thee, pluck it out, and cast it from 

thee: for it is profitable for thee that one of thy members should perish, and 

not that thy whole body should be cast into hell. 
 

And if thy right hand offend thee, cut it off, and cast it from thee: for it is 

profitable for thee that one of thy members should perish, and not that thy 

whole body should be cast into hell.  It hath been said, Whosoever shall put 

away his wife, let him give her a writing of divorcement: But I say unto you, 

That whosoever shall put away his wife, saving for the cause of fornication, 

causeth her to commit adultery: and whosoever shall marry her that is 

divorced committeth adultery.  Again, ye have heard that it hath been said 

by them of old time, Thou shalt not forswear thyself, but shalt perform unto 

the Lord thine oaths:  But I say unto you, Swear not at all; neither by heaven; 

for it is God’s throne:  Nor by the earth; for it is his footstool: neither by 

Jerusalem; for it is the city of the great King.  Neither shalt thou swear by thy 

head, because thou canst not make one hair white or black.  But let your 

communication be, Yea, yea; Nay, nay: for whatsoever is more than these 

cometh of evil.
